After the paramedical examiner completes the exam, your client will be provided with a card that instructs 
them how to obtain the results of their laboratory tests.

In approximately 7 days, the results will be ready for viewing and your client can retrieve them by visiting 
CRL’s website, https://www.accessmyhealth.com/login.

Once at the website, here are the steps your client will take to obtain results:
• Accept the Terms of Use on the welcome screen.

• Enter the Slip ID from the sticker on the front of the card that was provided by the examiner.
Note: The Slip ID is also located on the top-right corner of the laboratory consent form that was
received when the sample was collected.

• Enter the four-digit number written on the front of the instruction card. (The four digit number is the last
four digits of the applicant’s personal phone number that was provided on the consent form.)

• Your client will then be given the option to receive a PIN either by text message or by voice message.
The PIN will then be sent to the phone number provided by the client on the consent form using the
chosen method.

• After your client receives and enters the PIN as instructed, the results will be displayed and may be
printed or saved for future reference.
